Access Commodities Couture Stitch Guide

Use short lengths. No more than 16 inches on all thread to maintain
thread quality and appearance.

All threads requiring multiple strands in the needle in this stitch guide
should be layed with a laying tool of your choice to maximize the
luster of the silk.

A strand is a thread unreeled from a spool or removed from a package.
Strands can be twisted, like Trebizond or grouped together. A strand of
Soie d’Alger contains 7 plies. The separate plies are combined in the needle
in various amounts depending on the size of the canvas, or the stitch.

After cutting Trebizond Silk from the spool, run your finger down the thread to
smooth it, before threading your needle.

It is recommended that you use Chenille Needle #24 for all stitching.
The tapered point of the needle makes it easier to stitch with different
types of thread.

It is suggested to work motifs first in the order listed, then the background,
and finally the backstitching. /
